For "the one who humbles himself will be exalted,"
but "everyone who exalts himself will be humbled" (Luke 18:14).

There are frequent references to sin,
death, and any other manner of terrible thing, reminiscent of a Psalm of lament. But we are
reminded that trusting in the Lord is the way to victory over all those things and that joy in the
midst of sadness is appropriate, when we remember that Christ has won that victory.
